STORY:

      I appeared at the CITY OF NACOGDOCHES MUNICIPAL COURT as required by the notices that were mailed to me. I am reattaching those scans to this email. When I arrived at the courthouse the parking lot was empty.

      I went inside and the court was closed. I then and asked the court clerk why the court was not open, she stated that the judge had something else she had to do and was not there today, and would in fact not be back until sometime Wednesday.

      I removed the notices that were mailed to me from my legal file and showed them to her, at this point Mrs. Gail Walker also came to the window. She took the notices and immediately asked "So you want to plead Not Guilty?"  I told her that I was not entering a plea of any kind and that I was there solely in response to the notices that I had shown her.

      After a few seconds of stupid looks to each other they said that the judge was not in so I would have to come back another time, but they made no effort to tell me when that time would have to be. I believe that I will call them and notify them that if they expect me to make another appearance then they will have to mail me another notice as I will not take time off from work to make another appearance for nothing.

      I also filed a copy of the enclosed affidavit for the record. The affidavit contains facts taken from formulated first appearance speeches and the respective constitutions and statutes of Texas.

      About an hour later I called the court clerk (936-559-2641) and spoke with Gail Walker, one of the court clerks on duty, and I talked to her about receiving a new notice. She did not seem to know how to deal with my request at all. She said that if someone usually was contesting a ticket then they just set it for trial and take it before the court. I responded with "And that is exactly why they get screwed over by that court." She looked up my information in the computer and said that the notices I had received were "late notices" regarding failure to make payment for the alleged violations stated on citation # 164258. I asked how it was possible to be late for paying a citation for which I had never entered a plea, I had never been to trial for, or convicted on. I stated that none of these things could even occur until my motion to quash was ruled upon. She could not give any type of answer and said that the judge had my file and it was locked in her office so she could not get to it at this time. THIS WAS A LIE because she had just finished telling me an hour before while I was at the clerk’s window that she had taken my just-then filed affidavit and placed it with my other documentation in the court folder on the judges desk for her to see.

      She then proceeded to ask me what the citations were issued for and I told her, she then asked me whether I had insurance or a drivers license or any of the other things for which the citation was issued. I stated that was irrelevant at this time and beyond the scope of her job to inquire about. She then said, "But what would happen if you had an accident." My response was "The same thing that would have happened prior to 1995, I would be responsible for damages if I caused it, just as the other man or woman would be if they caused it." She said "Well, I have a driver’s license and I have insurance."  To which I responded "And you have every right to spend your money however you see fit and to give away your rights if you desire, I however am not of that same frame of mind and desire." I again told her that I required a new notice to appear to be mailed to me if they wanted me to reappear in that court for this case.

      I also took this opportunity to ask why I had not yet received a copy of the information and verified complaint. Mrs. Walker said that she could provide me with a copy of the complaint because she was the one that did all the complaints and handled the trials. I asked if she could also supply me with a copy of the information and she asked me "What information?" I said "The one required by the Texas Constitution and the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure. It is required to be filed WITH the verified complaint and according to the Texas Constitution it is the only thing, other than a grand jury indictment, that gives jurisdiction to a Texas court to hear a cause of action." She had no idea what I was talking about and I sensed that pursuit of this line of inquiry and information retrieval was pointless. 

      I then asked about the prosecutor and whether or not she knew if his office was an appointed or elected position. She said that she did not understand what I was asking. I restated the question "Is the prosecutor a full time elected district attorney or is he a local lawyer hired out by the city to prosecute cases in the Municipal court?"  She once again said she could not give me an answer and began telling me again how this is new to her since most people usually just went to court to fight the ticket.

      Exasperated with the low level of knowledge and ineptitude involved in the conversation I politely said thank you and again reminded her that I required a new notice to be mailed to me if they wished for me to make another appearance in that court regarding this citation

1. Should I demand that the case be dismissed during my next appearance and do I need a written motion to dismiss, or would that appear to be granting them a jurisdiction they currently do not have?

STORY:

      On 02/16/2008 (though I just checked the mail today) I received in the US Mail the notices contained in the attached Zip file. It would seem that they intend to continue with a prosecution despite not having acquired jurisdiction through proper procedure (not that they actually could even then) or responding to my initial motion to quash.

      This scanned paperwork is for the original ticket for which the motion to quash # 8979 was written. I have never appeared in court at all so far, only at the clerks window. The court decided not to be open for my hearing on this motion on the date of 02/07/2008 @ 1330 hours. This is shown in the chronology listed below in the previous event.

      On the second ticket and motion to quash (Motion # 8979a) I set the hearing date for the motion to quash on 03/06/2008 at 1330 hrs. As of yet I have received nothing in relation to this second ticket and its related "charges". I can only presume my motion and demands on that ticket will be ignored just as this one has been.

      The paperwork scans I am sending you simply say I must "report" to the municipal court within ten days for the original ticket #164258, I presume that this is to be the "arraignment hearing" at which they intend for me to enter a plea so they can set a "trial" date. This would make the dates on which I would have to appear in municipal court either on Monday (02/25-26/2008) or Tuesday (02/26/2008) since the "letters" specify I must appear within ten days. I am trying to give you a timely heads-up on this case so I will be prepared when I appear. As you can see in the scanned documents they sent no copy of an information or an actual complaint signed by a complaining party, just the usual BS trying to intimidate a person into paying up and shutting up. I would also point out that there is no signature on one of the copies of paperwork.

      I have no intention of entering a plea during this appearance but this municipal court has a 100% track record of pleading for you despite any protests you may make to their actions. I have even had the judge declare me a "prisoner in custody" and tell the bailiff to hold me right there in the court room until such time as someone showed up to pay the bond that the judge set to three times the amount of the alleged fines. The judge did this despite the fact that I had been on time for every appearance for which I had been scheduled, I can only surmise that this was because I insisted on being pro se and the judge wanted to "teach me a lesson" about doing so (he insisted that I get a paid lawyer and I refused). He even made certain that the prosecutor in the case was a member of his own law-firm (the "judge" was a local hired-gun attorney for the court as was the prosecutor, both from the same law firm). So as you may understand I do not want to go in there unprepared for the things that they have shown a perfect willingness to do regardless of the rights they violate.

STORY:

      I appeared at the Nacogdoches County Municipal Court as per my requested hearing date on my motion to quash. The court was not open. 

      I heard a voice from behind me at the court clerk's window ask if she could help me. I walked to the window and spoke with Maria Rohos about my being there for my requested hearing. She checked her court calendar and stated that she did not have me scheduled for anything at all and that I would be notified by mail when my hearing was to be.

      I stated that I had been told that same story about the mail over a month ago and as of yet had received nothing regarding the matter, including the copy of the information or the verified complaint.  It was at this point that Judge Juanita Springer approached the window and reiterated that I would receive whatever information they deemed necessary through the mail. I then asked her "So does that mean that I have to do absolutely nothing regarding this motion, this ticket, or any other motions or tickets that I have received or filed until such time as I have received this 'information' in the mail"? Judge Springer then said "Yes, that is right."

      Without having a written motion to vacate to file with the clerk, and having no courtroom forum to make a verbal motion to vacate, all I could apparently do was politely say thank you and depart the courthouse.

      This stinks to high-heaven. I honestly feel that there is something being concocted behind the scenes to circumvent my right to due process and to minimize the liability of the city and its personnel in this case.

QUESTIONS:
      1) What now? They seem to want all the time in the world to construct whatever kind of case they want without any recourse for me to participate in my own defense (big surprise).

      2) I recycled the original motion for the second ticket and filed it as well, but it seems like it will enter limbo just like the proceedings in this first case. I set the date for that hearing on March 7, 2008. Should I be sure and show up as I did today, having been told that it will not be necessary, because their intention appears to be to hold no such hearings?

      3) What is the next order of business in breaking down the stone wall that is being built by the municipal court to bar me from getting the information and answers that I have demanded in the brief.

STORY:

   Officer Finch and I passed each other as he was traveling north on University Drive while I was traveling south on the same street on my way to church. I noticed in my rear-view mirror that Officer Finch was turning his patrol vehicle around in the middle of the street after allowing several other vehicles to pass by. I watched Officer Finch accelerate his vehicle until he was right behind mine. He then proceeded to follow me for almost a mile, talking on his radio the entire time, before eventually turning on his vehicle emergency lights.  I pulled into a convenience store parking lot at the intersection of Woden road and the south end of loop 224 around Nacogdoches, Texas.

   Officer Finch exited his patrol vehicle and approached my vehicle on the driver's side. Officer Finch then stated that he had pulled me over because he had recognized my car from the description given in a previous traffic stop by Officer Jeff Watson of the Nacogdoches Municipal Police Department. He also stated that he did not want a copy of my paperwork as he had read the copy that I gave to Officer Watson at a previous traffic stop. He neither mentioned nor asked about the "Private automobile" plates on my automobile. 

   I observed the officer in my vehicle mirrors chatting with the second officer who arrived moments later. I watched Officer Finch write the citation and then place it into his patrol vehicle and begin to warm his hands on his vehicle heater. After several minutes he returned to my vehicle and asked me to step out to the rear of the vehicle. Officer Finch stated that he was issuing the citation for an expired driver license, no motor vehicle registration, no motor vehicle inspection, and no motor vehicle insurance and told me to sign the ticket. I then asked what would happen if I refused to sign the ticket and Officer Finch stated "You go to jail, you already know that." I signed the ticket "Non-assumpsit" and handed it back to the officer. 

   He proceeded to advise me that I was apparently obeying all the other traffic laws, such as wearing seat belts and using turn signals, and since I was doing so he inferred that I already knew that I supposed to obey all these other laws so why not the ones that I was being cited for. I chose not to tell him that I do those things for courtesy and consideration of other drivers as well as for our mutual safety based on common sense, not because some elected official decided they ought to write a law about it. He also recommended that if I did not like the laws that were in place to contact my legislative representative to demand the laws be changed. I then informed him that I had already contacted numerous legislators asking questions about the fraudulent enforcement of these laws and had not received any response. I also stated that the problem was not with the law as passed by the legislature but with the municipal and JP courts as well as law enforcement officers who admittedly enforce laws beyond the intent and meaning of the words used in their construction and/or that they have never actually read. I asked him how he could enforce a law he had never read (and therefore could not possibly understand the intent of) but my question was ignored. He handed me the citation and said that he would welcome my information (I had a copy of the paperwork given to Officer Watson in my hand the whole time). At this point Officer Finch and Officer Leak proceeded to enter their patrol vehicles and continue on with their normal patrol.

The court clerk Gail Walker was the only person to whom I spoke directly but once again Judge Juanita Springer was present but out-of-view. I filed my motion as before and then asked if Judge Springer was still the presiding judge and who the prosecutor was to be in this case. Mrs. Walker stated that Rob Atherton was the city prosecutor and he would be the one handling that position. I know for a fact however that the City of Nacogdoches has never had a full-time city prosecutor for traffic offense cases, they have always hired out a local attorney to prosecute. Also, only recently have they ever had a municipal judge that was not a lawyer, whom was also hired from the local attorneys to preside over the municipal court on certain days of the week.

You asked me to tell you what my research into the traffic laws of Texas have shown me to support my decision to no longer have plates, registration, insurance, or a driver license. The vast majority of my research was sent to you in my first couple of contact emails at the beginning of this case. However, there are some things that I think are not in there that are certainly worth noting and using against the government Gestapo. I have included that information in the attachment to this email along with my original research documents.

The court clerk Reyna Alvarez was the only person to whom I spoke directly but Judge Springer was there in the clerk's office out of view answering her questions about how to deal with my request for their names and other court documents.

I made my appearance at the Nacogdoches Municipal Court House today as scheduled. I did not actually appear in court but did file Motion To Quash ID# 8979 v1.002 at the clerk's window.  At first the clerk did not seem to understand what I wanted to do. She kept insisting that I was trying to plead "Not Guilty" and had to give them something in writing stating that I was going to present them with a motion. I was also insistent and stated that I was making no such plea nor making a plea of any kind. I was there to simply file the Motion To Quash and that I had the motion with me . The judge advised her to take the motion and file it. The clerk stamped the motion "Received" instead of "Filed".

I then demanded a copy of the verified complaint and information. I was at first informed by the court clerk that there was no complaint, only the ticket issued by the police officer and that was all that the court used and went by. At this point I could hear the out-of-view judge say that they would make one and that they would send it through the mail to me.  They refused to produce either a verified complaint or information at that time even though I was supposedly there for an "arraignment" hearing in which these documents would actually be required would they not?. They were also unable to give me a name for a prosecutor for this case.

I also asked if the Municipal Court was still a court of "no record" and was informed that it was indeed such a court.  I also asked again about bringing my own court reporter and was not given any specific yes or no answer but was told "we will get back to you on that".

I then asked if I was still required to appear before the judge at 9am as I had been told to do by the police officer Jeffrey Watson and was informed by the clerk, who was informed by the out-of-view judge, that I did not need to appear in court later this morning.

STORY:

Officer Watson appeared behind me while I was traveling to a service call and turned on his patrol vehicle emergency lights. I pulled into the office complex parking lot at 1300 North University Drive Nacogdoches, Texas 75965.

Officer Watson exited his patrol vehicle and approached my vehicle on the driver's side. Officer Watson then stated that he had pulled me over because my brake lights were not functioning. He neither mentioned nor asked about the "Private automobile" plates on my automobile. I was unaware that my brake lights were dysfunctional and told Officer Watson this. I also told him that I recently had the brakes serviced at Boatman Tire the previous week and it was possibly at that time that my brake lights had ceased to operate properly. 

I was pleasant and non-confrontational with the officers and gave Officer Watson a copy of the attached paperwork. The officers read and discussed the paperwork among themselves for awhile. Officer Watson then asked me to step out of my vehicle and proceeded to issue the traffic citation and instructions for appearance. I signed the citation as demanded followed by "non assumpsit". I then asked Officer Madden if he was aware that they were directing me to make an appearance in a court that had no jurisdiction over traffic offenses. Officer Madden asked why the municipal court did not have any such jurisdiction. I informed him that state law granted municipal courts jurisdiction only over criminal trials that fell under very specific criteria but did not give it any civil trial jurisdiction. Officer Madden stated that I would have to take that up with the municipal court. 

The stop concluded with no further incident and without me being arrested. This was odd considering that the Nacogdoches Police Department had recently ran an article in the local newspaper (Nacogdoches Daily Sentinel) that said their standing policy was to automatically arrest anyone that did not produce a valid driver license upon demand during a traffic stop, which I did not. I also recorded as much of the verbal exchanges as I could with my digital audio recorder. The last of the conversation was when I asked if one of the officers would mind following behind my automobile to Boatman Tire, which was about two blocks down the street, so that I could get the brake lights repaired without risking an accident due to my brake lights not operating properly. Officer Watson said that he would do so and followed me to Boatman Tire after which he proceeded on with his normal patrol.
